PASSIVE VOICE (DIATEZA PASIVA)
Passive voice is used when the focus is on the action. It is not important or not known; however, who or what is performing the action./Diateza pasivă este folosită atunci când accentual este pe acțiune. Nu știm sau nu este important cine a făcut-o.
Example: My bike was stolen.
Form of Passive
Subject + finite form of to be + Past Participle (3rd column of irregular verbs/-ed)
Example: 	S       Predicate     Object
Active voice:  Mary       sang         a song.

Passive voice:  A song  was sung   by Mary.
